Rules & Regulations 

• Only Composers who are born after December  31, 1967 may enter works.  
 

• A committee will select no more than four works which will be published by ArsPublica Edizioni, 
Avenza (Massa) - Italy.  

 
• Among the selected works in the CATEGORY A, a maximum of two works will be performed 

during the concert season “Talea” (October - December 2008) organized by Associazione Musici 
Mojanesi and Comune di Mogliano Veneto (Treviso – Italy).  

 
• Among the selected works in the CATEGORY B, a maximum of two works will be performed 

during the Conegliano International Guitar Festival (August 2009, Treviso – Italy).  
 

• There are no money prizes. 
 

• Composers can be entered  with only one work for each category. 
 

• The selected composers must give their acceptance for the publication of their works by 
ArsPublica Edizioni. 

 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
 

• The duration of the composition must be max. 7 minutes. 
 
 

   
   CATEGORY A 
 

• Works must have never been published. 
 

• The composition must be written for at least 5 instruments from the following list: flute / piccolo, 
clarinet (B - flat clarinet, E - flat clarinet, bass clarinet)  piano, 1 percussionist, 2 guitar players  
(classical / electric guitar / bass guitar), violin, cello.

2 Suspended cymbals (from 6" up to 21")  
3 Tom - toms (average 8" - 10" - 12")  
Snare drum (14")  
Bass - drum, small (23")  
Tambourine  
Gong Java or Peking, (no more than 17")

  CATEGORY B 
 
• Works must have never been published and performed. 

 
• The composition must be written for solo guitar. 
 

                                                 
                                     
                                             

• There is no entry fee. 
 
• The composers selected in the previous editions of “Call for scores” can’t enter the competition. 

 
• The composer's name, the title, the year of composition, the duration of the works and the 

eventual first performance’s information (date, place and performers) must appear on the 
scores.  

 
• The composer's name, his/her correspondence address, telephone and e-mail, and the title of 

the work, must be written on an envelope enclosed with the score and containing:                     
- a copy of an identity document 
- a biography of the composer (in English or Italian) 
- a short commentary on the work (in English or Italian) 
- a photo      

 
• In case of selection, composers must provide the performance material within June 30, 2008. 

Deadline: May  31, 2008 (postmark May 31, 2008, to be received by June 10, 2008). 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
 

• The composers whose works have been selected will be hosted by Associazione Musici Mojanesi 
and Comune di Mogliano Veneto (TV) and by Conegliano International Guitar Festival in the day 
of the performance. Accommodation and daily food allowance will be provided, travelling 
expenses are NOT included. 

 
• Any television or radio broadcast or recording made during the performances with allowance of 

the organization are deemed to have been authorized by the composers without incurring any 
additional obligation for the organizers. 

 
• The entered works will be kept by Associazione Musici Mojanesi. They will be returned only if 

this is expressly requested and the composer pays mail charges. 
 

• By entering his/her work, the participant indicates his/her acceptance of these conditions and 
the decisions of the selection committee. Works by composers who do not submit to the 
requirements above will be disqualified. 

 
• In the event of any disputes, the competition rules in the Italian language shall be legally 

binding. Participants waive all rights to initiate legal proceedings against the decision of the jury. 
For matters not explicitly specified in the competition rules, we refer to Italian law and especially 
to the laws governing the specific matter. 

 
• All works received within the deadline will be judged by the selection committee. Send materials
